  Rotary Club Bukit Bintang (RCBB)
Joint Project With Rotary Club Tongkah Phuket, Thailand

1.0 Background
1.1 Our sister club in Phuket has indicated their intention to do a joint project with RCBB when they are here on 15-16 August 2010.

1.2 Arising from the foregoing, our President has on 6 August 2010 requested Sally and Teoh to identify a service project for this purpose.

1.3 Based on our discussion on a couple of target groups, a decision to visit Good Samaritan Home, an orphanage in Klang, to identify their needs for this purpose was made.

1.4 The Team comprising Sally, Jeff, Kim and Teoh visited the orphanage at 1.00 pm on 10 August 2010 and feedbacks and their needs are given in 2.0 and 3.0 below. 
2.0 Feedbacks
2.1 The Orphanage is run by the Ministry of Christian Home of Orphans

2.2 Currently they are taking care of 30 orphans

2.3 Their monthly expenses is about RM15,000 or RM180,000 a year 
2.4 They depend on public donations and welfare fund of RM50,000 a year to meet with the expenses which according to them needs a lot of struggling to do so.

3.0 Needs
Based on our discussion, the following are the needs indicated:-
3.1 Steel cabinet (lockers) for children to individually keep their bags, books and personal belongings. Construction cost is said to be around RM17,000, but so far the Orphanage has managed to raise RM6,000.
3.2 A new van to ferry children to school and back. 

3.3 Building fund. We understand that the Orphanage has successfully applied for a piece of land  and they have plan to build a much bigger home for the orphans, So far RM100,000 has been raised.
3.4 Financial aid for those who are studying in colleges. So far, 6 of the orphans are now in college doing different courses, including IT and Law.

3.5 Financial assistance for kids entering kindergarten. There are 5 kids ready for kindergarten and that will cost them RM1,400 per child per year. 

4.0 Recommendation 

The Team has deliberated on the above needs and is of the opinion that item 3.1 i.e Steel Cabinet is most appropriate for the joint project purpose.  
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
